“FIGMENT is about connecting Bostonʼs creative communities with the general 
public and inspiring them to discover the artist within,” says Jason Turgeon, 
Producer of FIGMENT Boston. “No one who attends is just a spectator. Everyone 
is a participant. No matter who you are, where you are from, or how old you may 
be, we are all artists.”   
 
Free to attend and open to families and those of all ages, FIGMENT Boston 2011
